I showed
for many years and I have been surprised, at
times, by exhibitors who have roped off their
area or do not speak to people who walk by
or stop to look at the animals.

We complain about people not knowing
about the dairy industry but when we have
the chance to talk about it, we do nothing.

We can put up all the billboards, signs and
bales of hay we want, but talking one on one
will do more good than anything.

While I did not have the show winners or
exhibit at state or national shows, I tried to
say “hi” to people who walked by or stopped
to watch. To me, that was as important as
winning a class.

The last time I exhibited and was getting
ready to load up to leave, a 61-year old man
stopped me and said he had never touched a
cow and could he touch my calf. The first
thing he said when he petted her was “she’s
so soft.” He then started asking questions
like: “How old is she?”; “When will she give
milk?”; “Will she have a calf?”; “How big will
she get?”; “How ong will she live?”; “How
much milk will she give?”

While I was answering his questions, 15 to
20 people gathered around, including parents
with little kids wanting to pet the calf or have
pictures taken with the calf, wanting to know
her name and why I named her that.

For a good 10 minutes we stood there an-
swering questions and talking. To me, that
time was worth more than winning a class.
People don’t realize how we care for our ani-
mals. I even had someone comment on how
white she was.

So, if you are exhibiting, take the time to
speak to the people; you may change their
minds on farmers and the dairy industry.

A wild week of emotions inspires reflection, renewal

Americas future is about her children. And they are
watching us.

Our political discourse as a nation draws some distinct
divides. This has long been the case throughout our na-
tion's history.

We are all Americans. There is unity in this.

We should not shy away from frank discussions of pol-
icy, from listening to each other, caring for each other —
while at the same time not being afraid to voice our views
or to let others know where we stand.

Fear cripples freedom.

Today's times call for courage, conviction, common
sense, compassion — along with humility and humanity.

The events of the past week show how dangerous it can
be to dehumanize a former public servant, a candidate,
and those who support him. It is dangerous to compare
former President Trump to Hitler, a ruthless dictator, as
there is no comparison.

Whatever policies we each support, whatever our inde-
pendent views, and whomever we each vote for at the bal-
lot box — These are decisions for each of us to make in a
free country.

In the wake of the assassination attempt on the life of
former President Donald Trump, courage and humility are
being revealed. God’s shield of protection was surely upon
the former president, understanding just how close that
bullet came to ending his life.

Sadly, Corey Comperatore, a family hero, community
hero, and American hero lost his life in the gunfire at the
farm show grounds in Butler, Pennsylvania.

“We were 350-500 SCC.
Now, after two years on IMMU-

Pennsylvania’s Democratic Governor, perhaps said it
best when he visited the site in the wake of the tragedy:

“We lost a fellow Pennsylvanian yesterday. Corey Com-
peratore was a girl dad, a volunteer firefighter who served
his community, loved his family, and went to church every
Sunday. He was an avid supporter of former President
Trump and was excited for this day. He died a hero, diving
onto his family to protect them,” said Gov. Josh Shapiro.

“Corey was the very best of us,” he said.

In the aftermath, we have a national call for unity of
people above the divides of policy.

President Joe Biden gave an oval office address about
this.

Former President Trump invited former rivals and other
influential people of differing policy persuasions to speak
during the Republican National Convention (RNC) this
week. At this writing, we’ve not yet heard Trump’s nomi-
nation acceptance speech, but we are told he has ripped
up his prepared remarks to rewrite them, entirely.

Courage and heart are being shown.

In Acts 21, the Bible tells of the near-death conversion
on the road to Damascus. Please know that I fully recog-
nize Trump was never Saul, and he will never be Paul, but
the analogy is there just the same.

An event such as this changes one’s life perspective
with the realization of God’s full measure of grace.

As many have said about Trump’s close brush with an
assassin’s bullet: “God is not done with him yet, and God is
not done with America yet.”

Fight. Fight. Fight.

Those were the words Trump uttered with his fist in the
air to show he was okay, grazed by the bullet, but not mor-

tally wounded, and full of determination to forge ahead.

These are words of fighting for one’s convictions and
points of view for a better life for Americans, to remain un-
afraid to vigorously defend a policy position or open one’s
mind to another perspective - not fighting with violence
or weapons to control the dialogue, or to control the
choice.

Vance’s life story is the epitome of the American
dream, of hard work, determination, triumph through
tribulation, and service to country.

When I heard the news, the first thing that came to my
mind was that I already knew Senator Vance was among
the early cosponsors of Senate Bill 1957 — The Whole Milk
for Healthy Kids Act.

That bill was introduced in true bipartisan spirit, and
Senator Vance signed on as a cosponsor the day after the
U.S. House version had passed by an overwhelming bipar-
tisan majority.

To see former President Trump choose Senator Vance for
VP sends several signals.

For starters, Vance was one of Trump’s biggest critics
early-on. Today, he talks of his epiphany. That’s okay! Great
leaders continually listen, evaluate, reflect and renew. They
even change their minds while remaining true to their
core values.

The whole milk issue is a seemingly small thing in the
grand scheme, but it is a step on common ground.

Please join me in raising a glass of whole milk to toast
former President Donald Trump’s pick for VP, to the com-
ing together of perspectives, and to the idea that vigorous
debate with listening ears and caring hearts can be the
path to collectively win the day for America’s children —
her future, our future.

But more importantly, please join me in prayers of
thankfulness for the shield of safety for former President
Trump and the example of courage he has shown and to
lift up the family of a hero, Corey Comperatore, who in
Butler on July 13th, after a life of service to his community,
shielded his family with his very life.

July 13th was a sad day for our state and for our coun-
try. Let's learn from this and look to make better days
ahead.

Cow program is paired with a calf from a
dairy farm. Teachers and students receive
photos, video updates, and activity sheets
throughout the school year that allow them
to watch their calf grow. Through immersive,
hands-on learning activities and free curricu-
lum provided by Discover Dairy, students
gain a deeper understanding of the dairy in-
dustry and where their food comes from. Sev-
eral of the lessons in the curriculum follow
Common CORE standards in math, reading,
and science.

The Adopt a Cow program also offers live
virtual chats and farm tours. These chats
allow students to talk directly with a dairy
farmer, meet their calves, tour the farm, and
ask questions about milk production.

“I started using the Adopt a Cow program
because it's really important for kids to make
that connection [to where their food comes

from)]. It’s super important to have the virtual
components and videos because we can’t al-
ways do field trips,” said Julie Cates, a 6th-
grade teacher from California and an Adopt
a Cow participant. “We have to understand
where our food comes from and how to sus-
tain it and maintain it. From the truck drivers
to the processors and the grocery store, all of
those components help students understand
the economy, too.”

Last year, more than 39,000 classrooms,
home school families, library groups, and other
organizations participated in the program.
Classrooms from all 50 states participated in
the program along with a total of 38 coun-
tries. Schools from both rural and urban areas
can enroll, bringing dairy farming to life for
students of all ages and demographics.

“We have fun learning with the Adopt a
Cow program all year long. We learn all
about dairy and the different breeds of cows,
and we also learn about our host farm fam-
ily;” said Stephanie Sattazahn, a kindergarten
teacher from Berks County, Pennsylvania and
an Adopt a Cow participant. “We learn about
the importance of having three dairy prod-
ucts a day and talk about different dairy
products we could eat. My students love this
program and so do I!”

Teachers who enroll in the Adopt a Cow
program will receive an introductory update
in the fall with details about their calf. Class-
rooms will receive bi-monthly updates, in-
cluding suggestions on components of the
Discover Dairy curriculum that teachers can
incorporate into their virtual or in-person les-
son plans.

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U.S. imports 41% more Whole Milk Powder
Jan-June 2024 vs. 2023,
up 150% vs. 2022

While U.S. milk production has trailed year-ago levels
for the past 10 consecutive months, U.S. food manufac-
turers have been quietly ramping up imports of whole
milk powder (WMP), which is essentially whole milk,
dried.

WMP imports were running 170% above year ago, cu-
mulatively, for the first four months of 2024. May and
June totals have slowed down from the huge front-load-
ed volumes January through April. Still, the cumulative
year-to-date WMP import volume at 5.5 million pounds
for the first six months of 2024 is 41% greater on a vol-
ume basis compared with a year ago.

This is a stunning increase because the Jan-June 2023
WMP import volume was already 77% greater than the
first six months of 2022. This means Jan-June Whole Milk
Powder (WMP) imports have grown 150% in two years.
That’s a volume increase of 1.49 million kgs or 3.29 mil-
lion pounds. WMP is basically farm milk from another
country, in bulk dried form, not a specialized product.
It can be used in processing virtually any dairy product,
containing all of the milk components — both fat and
skim solids.

Total non cheese imports at 10.4 million kgs (21 mil-
lion pounds) for the first half of 2024 are up 5.9% vs.
2023 and up 41.4% vs. 2022.

Cheese imports, on the other hand are up slightly from
a year ago (1.4%) and down 6.27% from 2022.

On the export side of the ledger, the U.S. sold 2% less
total milk solids volume overseas in May, which is main-
ly because skim milk powder, whole milk powder, and
other milk protein powder exports were down 8 to 12%
from a year ago. Butterfat exports were down 16%.

Cheese exports, on the other hand, were up 27% in
May and dry whey product exporter were up 6%. Fluid
milk and cream exports were up 2%.

This makes sense because the U.S. dairy processing
paradigm has shifted. The U.S. is making less butter and
powder (Class IV) and more cheese and dry whey (Class
).

The U.S. is consequently exporting less milk powder
and butterfat (Class IV) and exporting more cheese and
dry whey products (Class III); while at the same time im-
porting more milk powder and non cheese products and
a stable volume of cheese.

July WASDE raises 2024 All-Milk price
forecast to $22.25; 2025 to $22.50
The July World Agricultural Supply and Demand Es-
timates (WASDE) report was released by USDA last Fri-
day, July 12, and it again raised the average All-Milk price
for 2024 to $22.25, up 65 cents from last month’s 2024
estimate. The report also raised the 2025 All-Milk price
forecast to $22.50, up $1.00 from last month’s forecast.
The WASDE estimates exports will continue to be
higher on a fat basis (cheese) but lower on a skim-solids
basis (powder). For 2025, export forecasts are reduced on
both a fat and skim-solids basis. On the import side, the
WASDE report forecasts declining skim solids imports
and stable imports on a fat basis.

Milk futures slip
Milk futures were slipped this week for both Class III
and IV contracts. On Wed., July 17, Class III milk futures
for the next 12 months averaged $19.25, down 11 cents
from the previous week. The 12-month Class IV average
was $20.94, down 12 cents.

On big volumes trading, daily spot CME
market sees cheese slip, butter gain

The CME spot cheese market lost considerable ground
this week on large volume of trade, despite the Global
Dairy Trade (GDT) auction Tuesday saw a 6% rally higher
in the cheddar index, with bulk mozzarella back on the
market off slightly from six weeks ago. Dry whey, on the
other hand, moved higher in light trade.

Butter inched higher on a very large trade volume of
trade in the CME daily spot market, while moderate trade
in nonfat dry milk moved lower. , even though the Global
Dairy Trade (GDT) auction Tuesday saw a 6% rally in the
cheddar index. Whey and nonfat dry milk made gains,
while butter softened.

The 40-1b block Cheddar price was pegged at $1.86/1b
on Wed., July 17, losing more than last week’s advance,
down 11 cents from a week ago, with a whopping 15
loads changing hands the first 3 days this week. The
500-1b barrel cheese market lost just 3 cents, pegged at
$1.9125/lb with 15 loads trading the first 3 days. Dry
whey gained a penny per pound, pegged at 50 cents/lb; a
single load traded.

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The butter market gained 3 cents on twice the volume,
pegged at $3.13/1b with a whopping 28 loads trading the
first 3 days. Grade A nonfat dry milk lost a penny and a
half, pegged at $1.1650/1b with 9 loads trading the first
3 days.

Global Dairy Trade index off 0.5%

The GDT biweekly internet auction Tues., July 16, re-
versed course higher as the all-products index was re-
ported up 0.4% compared with two weeks ago.

Higher indexes were achieved on Butter (up 0.8%) at
$2.99/1b, Cheddar (up 6.2%) at $1.9133/1b, which is above
the current U.S. weighted average, and Milkfat powder
(up 4%) at $3.07/Ib. Lower indexes were reported on
Skim Milk Powder (down 1.1%) at $1.1642/1b, Whole Milk
Powder (down 1.6%) at $1.43/lb, Mozzarella (down 0.8%)
at $1.9170/lb and Lactose (down 0.6%) at 36 cents/1b.

Aug. Class I mover gains $0.21 at $21.32

The August advance Class I base price mover was an-
nounced at $21.32 for a gain of 21 cents per cwt. over
the current month Class I mover, according to USDA’s
July 17 advance announcement. This is a whopping
$4.70/cwt. higher than a year ago.

Breaking down the August advance price: Butterfat
was $3.59/1b, up 6 cents per pound, or 20 cents per hun-
dredweight at standard 3.5% butterfat. The base skim
milk price is $9.08 for August, up a penny per cwt from
July.

However, if the higher-of were used to calculate this,
the August base skim price would be $9.20, up 13 cents
from July, and the August Class I mover would have
been $21.43 -- up 11 from the actual $21.32 using the
average-plus 74 cents method. This erases last month’s
slight positive as the only positive month so far in 2024
for the average-of vs. higher-of. Federal Order pools will
have lost an estimated $235 million in year-to-date Class
I value through August, equating to an 87-cent loss on
every hundredweight of Class I milk that will have been
sold January through August 2024

Over the now 65 months of average-of implementa-
tion, the net loss is $1.28 billion since May 2019.

June blend prices $1 to $1.30 higher

Statistical Uniform Prices (SUP) for June were uni-
formly higher by $1 to $1.30 across the 11 Federal Milk
Marketing Orders as the Class III price improved in June.
The Northeast and the Upper Midwest saw the biggest
increase over May with the statistical blend price at 3.5%
butterfat up $1.31 in both Federal Orders.

For May, the Appalachian Order is near steady vs. April,
while the Southeast is off 19 cents and Florida down 48
cents. May 2024 FO SUP’s (at 3.5% BF) and PPDs were
announced June 12 as follows:

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Safety reminders issued for filling silos and bunkers

KANSAS CITY, Mo. — The upright silos and bunkers that
store the forage offer a set of safety challenges. The following
protocols have been developed by the U.S. Department of
Labor.

For filling bunkers

¢ Before filling, inspect the concrete bunker. Repair cracked
sidewalls to prevent structural damage and fix cracked con-
crete or pavement — or rutted approaches to the bunker —
to ensure proper traction for packing tractors

For packing tractors

* Only use tractors with roll-over protection (ROPS) and
seat belts

¢ Use only low-clearance, wide front-end tractors

* Consider adding weight to tractor

* Front-wheel and front-wheel assist tractors can provide
extra traction and stability when packing

When packing:

* Use a “progressive wedge” during filling with a 3 to 1
slope to minimize roll-over. This is a rise of 1 foot for every 3
feet of horizontal run

Ag Tire Roundup in Ohio

secures nearly 1600 tires

WOOSTER, Ohio — Nearly 1600 scrap tires from 57 area
farms were dropped off at the Wayne County Fairgrounds on
June 28th during the Ag Tire Roundup.

According to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA),
more than 242 million vehicle tires are discarded annually in
the United States. The majority of those, 78 percent, are des-
tined for landfills, illegally dumped, or stockpiled.

Crew members from Willig Tire, a scrap tire recycling com-
pany, collected the tires and loaded them onto semi-truck
trailers to be taken for processing. According to Operations
Manager Mark Smith, 100 percent of the tires will be recycled
and reused.

Smith explained that the tires go through a dual shredding
process that separates rubber from steel.

“The steel is shipped off to be made into things like
beams,” he said. “And the rubber is used for fuel for power
plants, playground or landscape rubber. Everything is recy-
cled.”

The event was a collaboration between Wayne County
Farm Bureau, Wayne County Health Department, Wayne Soil
and Water Conservation District, Ohio State University —
Wayne County Extension, and the Wayne County Fair
Grounds.

The event cost approximately $40,000 to host. Funding
was provided by grants from the Ohio Environmental Pro-
tection Agency’s Recycle Ohio program, Wayne County
Health Department and the Stark-Tuscarawas-Wayne Recy-
cling District.

* Try not to fill the bunker higher than the sides of the re-
taining wall

* Know where other workers are located. Keep unautho-
rized personnel away

Using dump trucks:

* Have good seat and shoulder belts to protect the opera-

¢ Do not back dump truck onto the pile

* As the bed is raised for unloading, keep the load center
of gravity between the rails of the truck frame

* Beware of ruts, low tires, uneven loading or strong wind
gusts that can cause instability during unloading

Covering the forage:

¢ Use fall protection if employees are required to stand
and/or work on a sidewall and if the sidewall is several feet
above the ground

* Fall protection standards generally recommend that any-
time a worker is on a working surface with an unprotected
side or edge which is 4 feet or more above a lower level, they

should be protected from falling by the use of guardrails or
other fall protection systems

For upright silos

¢ Inspect the silo to make sure it’s ready for filling.

¢ Check the unloader for signs of wear and tear. Replace
cables, check bearings, drives and other moving parts

* Check ladders and cages for proper attachment and con-
dition

¢ Make sure doors seal and check concrete frames around
doors

¢ If you must enter the silo to level it or lower the unloader,
beware of silo gases. Run a blower for a minimum of 30 min-
utes before entering and continue to use it while working in
the silo

While it’s important to harvest forages in a timely manner
to maintain quality and consistency, safety should be a pri-
mary focus. Take time to refresh the harvest team on safety
protocols to ensure everyone knows the risks and how to
avoid harmful situations.

about things he had done, places he went, or happenings in
his life, he “embellished”!

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Calf scours: Simple preventions and

interventions for optimal calf health

Do you ever wonder why calf diarrhea is so frustrating to manage? Calf diarrhea is a fecal
consistency that is watery like orange juice for at least a day, or abnormal and sifts through
the calf’s bedding for two consecutive days (Figure 1). Farmers call calf diarrhea scours.
Scours is the leading cause of disease and death in preweaned dairy calves. It also costs
money to treat, reduces calf growth, and may even affect milk production in the first
lactation compared to healthy calves.

What makes calf diarthea so frustrating to manage is dehydration, and the complications
that can arise from a calf becoming dehydrated. Calves with dehydration are more likely to
have acidosis, low blood sugar, and die. These complications from a case of scours can make
the calf feel sick and have low energy. However, there are small things a producer can do
that go a long way when managing a case of calf scours. We will discuss some prevention
strategies and interventions producers can use to help their scouring calves.

Note that calves
on high milk volume (> 8 L/d) will have a lot of yogurt fecal consistency.

Calf scours occur because a calf accidentally eats something contaminated with a pathogen
that causes an infection in the lower gut. The most common way this happens is by eating
contaminated bedding, or ingesting feces. Therefore, the best thing a dairy farmer can do
for their calves is regularly clean pens between groups of calves, and keep the maternity
pen clean between births. Producers can also help their calves stay healthy by removing
bedding and sanitizing the pen with a cleaning agent. Many cleaning agents are effective
against common viruses that cause calf diarrhea such as rotavirus and coronavirus, and
bacteria such as E. coli spp., and Salmonella spp. These include chlorine-based disinfectants,
3% hydrogen peroxide, and commercial cleaners such as potassium peroxymonosulfate. It
is important to allow the surface to dry before bringing in the next group. Drying is
important for killing the eggs of parasites like Cryptosporidium parvum because it is resistant
to chlorine-based disinfectants. Good sanitation practices go a long way in helping keep the
pathogen load down in a pen.

Colostrum Management

Aside from cleanliness, colostrum management is a protocol that must be in place to
ensure success in raising calves. Colostrum requires quantity (at least 10% of their birth
weight which for most Holsteins is 4 L of colostrum and 3 L for Jerseys), quality (needs to be
measured for solids with a refractometer), squeaky clean (< 100,000 cfu/ml) and should be
provided quickly (ASAP no later than 6 hours after birth). Why does colostrum matter so
much? Colostrum has immunoglobulins and other antibodies that help protect a calf
passively from an infection. A calf is born with an immune system that does not know how
to recognize pathogens in the environment. Calves are therefore dependent on colostrum
from their mother to survive from scours. A calf who does not receive high-quality colostrum

(>22% BRIX on a refractometer) is 2.0 times more likely to die, and 80% more likely to need
ant1b1011c treatment than a calf who gets enough colostrum.

Simply put, a calf needs to have enough antibodies from colostrum to survive a case of
scours until her immune system knows how to recognize pathogens which is a process that
takes several months. Measure colostrum before feeding it to a replacement heifer. It should
read > 22% BRIX. (Refractometers are affordable, and most veterinarians can order them.).
Use only distilled water to clean in between readings for best results. Feed newborn calves
colostrum right away. If you freeze your colostrum and need it to defrost, consider freezing
it in bottles. One researcher found that freezing colostrum in bottles decreases bacterial
growth by half because it freezes faster and defrosts faster in hot water. Colostrum is the
easiest way to minimize scours.

Key Interventions

Even farms with excellent sanitation and good colostrum management face calf scours.
The key intervention is providing water and electrolyte feedings and making sure you
monitor dehydration (Figure 2). If a calf has scours, first determine when calves are sick.
Most calves develop scours between 5 to 14 days old, and cases should last 5 days or less for
most pathogens. Farms should aim for only 1 in 4 calves or fewer getting scours, aligning with
the national average for dairy farms. If old and young calves have scours, review feeding
protocols: ensure buckets and bottles are sanitized and make sure the correct milk solids-to-
water ratio is used. Do not remove milk from the calf's diet. It's a misconception that milk
causes scours, which is only true if milk is spoiled or mixed incorrectly. Calories are crucial
for scouring calves, so maintain milk feedings as most calves lose weight during scours.

If a calf has a poor suckle reflex and does not drink electrolytes, it probably needs fluids
under the skin. A calf with bags under the eyes and poor suckling likely needs subcutaneous
fluids or an IV from a veterinarian. Keeping calves hydrated is vital to prevent them from
becoming too sick to drink.

Electrolytes are the first line of defense for scouring calves, but producers can also take
advantage of other interventions. One is feeding lower-quality colostrum to calves instead
of their normal milk meal, or as an additional meal. Remember that we mentioned that
high-quality colostrum needs to be fed to normal calves? Rather than tossing out poor-
quality colostrum (<22% BRIX), you can feed it to scouring calves. Research shows that
calves fed even 1 L of colostrum for 3 days had a shorter duration of diarthea and grew
better in addition to feeding their normal 6 L/d of milk replacer diet.

Colostrum replacer powder works too, as little as 125 g for 1 L/d of water shortened the
duration of diarrhea for calves fed a high plane of nutrition (8 L/d of milk replacer). Another
option is feeding live lactic acid probiotics, kefir, or yeast to scouring calves. Several studies
showed that feeding live lactic acid probiotics as a bolus or kefir/yeast in the milk decreases
how long calves have scours.

In summary, colostrum (>22% BRIX) is needed, along with the right quantity, and clean-
liness for newborns to avoid scour infections. Cleaning out the barn and sanitizing pens
goes a long way in keeping calves healthy. Electrolytes are the first line of defense against
scouring calves. Colostrum and probiotics (lactic acid) are helpful to use to shorten the
duration of disease in calves.

An update on Pennsylvania milk markets:

If there’s one thing that’s certain, it’s that milk prices
are volatile. And in recent years, that volatility has picked
up steam.

Though we are now several years removed from the
COVID-19 pandemic, the extreme price movements that
were a hallmark of 2020 and 2021 are still present in to-
day’s markets. While the first half of this year brought
several months of Class III prices around $16 per hun-
dredweight, the end of the year is trading closer to $20.

That begs the question: Will the rest of the year look
more like $20 milk or $167?

Here’s what we’re keeping an eye on as the second
half unfolds.

One of the big-ticket news items in 2024: multiple
months of record cheese exports. In the first five months
of the year, U.S. exporters shipped nearly 500 million
pounds — 110 million pounds more than in 2023. It’s this
export action that was partly to thank for the jump in
Class III prices from $16 to $20 per hundredweight.

Cheese prices in late 2023 had a lot to do with the U.S’
export wins here in 2024. At the end of last year, U.S.
cheese prices were the lowest in the world, trading in
the $1.40-to-$1.60-per-pound range. International buyers
took notice, picking up more U.S. cheese and helping to
clear our market and push U.S. cheese prices up into the
$1.80 to $2.00 per pound range.

As we look to the end of the year, it’s tough not to
wonder if we can maintain our record cheese exports.
Today’s prices are no longer the cheapest in the world —
if anything, we’re on par to, or slightly above. That will
make it difficult to find export business and clear domes-
tic cheese markets. If cheese can’t be sold overseas, then
it will likely keep a ceiling on Class III prices.

Prices change daily. This market information is an example for educational purposes. The

market data shown below are compiled weekly by Farmshine, via CME & USDA reports.

milk, pricing volatility hasn’t been quite as
extreme.

Class IV prices have been elevated for more than a year,
and the current futures curve forecasts prices above $20
through the first half of next year.

U.S. nonfat markets are currently on par, to trading
a premium, to the rest of the world. The U.S. exports
about half of the nonfat dry milk (NDM) it produces, and
through May, U.S. NDM exports struggled to keep up
with prior-year volumes. Even though there’s not a lot
of excess powder laying around the market, will limited
price competitiveness and overall demand lethargy keep
export activity subdued?

In Pennsylvania, the majority of marketed milk is
priced off Class III and Class IV milk in equal parts. A $1
move in CME Class III impacts the Pennsylvania blend
price by about $0.50 per hundredweight.

It’s important that Pennsylvania dairy producers watch
both Class III and Class IV markets, as well as cheese,
whey, butter and nonfat dry milk, to understand what
CME price action will mean for their own individual milk
checks.
